REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS

Introduction
Goochland Community Action Program (GCAP) is issuing a Request for Proposals (RFP) to solicit applications for funding made available through the Federal Community Services Block Grants (CSBG) and State Temporary Assistance to Needy Families Grant (TANF).  
The identified focus area is for GCAP to collaborate with an agency that can offer employment training, employment opportunities and transportation to those who are unemployed, underemployed and/or not connected to community resources.  Recent feedback from the Community shows a need for affordable house and child-care facilities.  The Selection Committee will review all requests for funds.  
Goochland Community Action funding is based on the receipt of funds from the Federal government.  

Eligibility

GCAP is required to conduct a Community Needs Assessment in accordance with agency planning efforts every three years.  The most recent report is available on the Goochland Social Services website.  This report represents GCAP’s assessment of the needs and resources for low and moderate-income residents, social/human service providers, stakeholders and the wider community.  
Additional information:  
· Eligibility is limited to organizations able to demonstrate proof of non-profit status under Section 501(c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, and to departments of local government organizations either located in or will operate a program and provide services to Goochland residents.  Proposed programs/services must benefit low-income individuals and families in Goochland County.   The income limits for Community Service Block Grant (CSBG) funding is 200% of the federal poverty level.  The income limits are determined by the United States Congress and can be located on the website of the Office of the Assistant Secretary for planning and evaluation www.aspe.hhs.gov.  
· Beneficiary programs that do not accurately and realistically demonstrate demographic and income data of the clientele served will not be considered for this funding.    
· Any entity employed by or under contract with an organization represented on the GCAP board, or vice versa, may apply for funding; however, such applications will not be reviewed or discussed by that GCAP board member.  Similarly, any agency involved at the executive level of GCAP cannot discuss or participate in the review of an application submitted by their agency.

· If an application is submitted by faith based organizations, outreach efforts and service delivery must be conducted regardless of program beneficiary faith affiliation.  Programs and services may not be marketed or offered exclusively to members of the sponsoring organization’s religious affiliation or denomination.

· Activities must be delivered from a location that is accessible to all potential beneficiaries or an alternative means of service delivery to people with disabilities must be identified.

· All Proposals are due by 4:30 p.m. March 28, 2025.  Applications will be accept by sending the application to Barbara Ransom at bransom@goochlandva.us.  Paper applications can be delivered to 1800 Sandy Hook Road, Suite 200, Goochland, Virginia 23063 and by 4:30 p.m.  Paper copies must be delivered to the office and date stamped by the receptionist by March 28, 2025.  Narratives must not exceed five pages (not including attachments).
All programs must serve Goochland residents who are at or below 200% of the Federal poverty level.
Amount of Funding Available

Contracts will be awarded beginning July 15, 2025 through June 30, 2026.  Funding for this program is based on the receipt of Federal funds from the Office of Community Services.  If GCAP is not awarded funds, GCAP will not be able to award funds.   
Goochland Community Action funding amounts will be determined upon the completion of the budgeting processes of:

· The Congress of the United States

· The Virginia General Assembly

· The Virginia Department of Social Services

· The Goochland Community Action Program
The total aggregated amount of funding that will be available to GCAP and funds allocated through this RFP process cannot be stated with certainty at this time.  Funds awarded through the RFP process are estimated and may change as the budget process evolves throughout the proposed grant periods.  
How much is awarded?  GCAP will determine the amount of funding based on the number of approved applications.  Applications for job training, transportation to/from employment for those who are unemployed, underemployed and/or not connected to community resources will be prioritized.  For programs that focus on employment and employment supportive services, the award can be up to $25,000.  There is no match requirement; however, GCAP funds CANNOT BE USED as a match for other federal grants.  The identified focus area is for GCAP to collaborate with an agency that can offer employment training, employment opportunities and transportation to those who are unemployed, underemployed and/or not connected to community resources.
How are GCAP dollars used?  Reimbursable costs include project supplies, direct services to income eligible residents and other resources used within the contract period. Improvements to structures, purchase or equipment, purchase of vehicles, paying rent or mortgage, debt repayment, fund raising and other non-program related expenses are not allowable.  Specific regulations are outlined in Office of Management and Budget (OMB) 2 CFR part 225 (formerly OMB Circular A-87 Cost Principles for State, Local and Indian Tribal Governments). Evaluation Process

Grants are awarded through a competitive evaluation process.  
Proposed Services and Outcomes are expected.  This process takes all aspects of the proposal as described in the submitted application into consideration. 
· All applications should reflect an integrated service delivery model. 

· Agencies seeking funding for multiple programs must submit multiple applications in their entirety.
· Multiple applications for duplicative services will likely compete against one another for limited funds.  

· Applications submitted late or incomplete will not be considered for funding. 

Contract Period
The entire performance period will commence July 1, 2025- June 30, 2026 as funding allows.  
Reporting Requirements

Recipient agencies are required to provide detailed quarterly and annual programmatic and financial reports on the use of these funds. Each client or family can only be counted ONCE per fiscal year (contract period).   All reports will be made available for public inspection.  Agencies receiving funds through this process must be able to:

· Document the income and locality of residence for all recipients of GCAP funds; 
· Document all services provided to recipients of GCAP funds; 
· Provide demographic information on all clients served by the proposed program, and information specific to those individuals and families served with GCAP funds;

· Prepare and submit the required statistical and financial reports by the assigned deadlines.

All reports submitted to GCAP are aggregated and submitted to the Virginia Department of Social Services.  Payment for services performed will be made through GCAP’s fiscal agent, Goochland Department of Social Services.  In extreme situations, the requested funds may be forfeited and/or the agency deemed ineligible for continued funding.

All Proposals are due by March 28, 2025 at 4:30 p.m.   Please email applications to Barbara Ransom bransom@goochlandva.us.  Paper copies must be received in the office and date stamped on March 28, 2025.  

Each sub-grantee application MUST appoint one person to be the point of contact for all reporting.  Reporting includes providing program outcomes, budget expenditures and monitoring.

Employment is key and an area in which it is hard to provide services in the rural environment because transportation is so difficult; in terms of both job training and once employment has been secured.   


Identifying the relative lack of use of available services around employment and training.  


A focused need to connect with those who are unemployed, underemployed and or not connected to community resources in ways that lead to empowerment and increase self-empowerment and self-sufficiency.
